Following the renovation of the North-South Passage and the plaza
in front of Otsuka Station’s South Exit, the North Exit is planned to be
redeveloped in March 2021. As well as widening the sidewalks and
eliminating uneven areas around the station and the surrounding streets
to make them pedestrian-friendly, an illuminated monument will be
installed. This monument is called “Hikari no Fantasy” (Fantasy of Light)
and features one large and three small rings. The monument will ensure
safety and security at night while also providing a space where people can
enjoy the afterglow of theatrical events.

Art Toilet Project
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The Art Toilet Project was started to improve the image of lkebukuro’s
public toilets. Since 2017, 85 restrooms have been renovated. 24 of these
were decorated with art in collaboration with artists and residents,
including children from nurseries and elementary schools. Unique
bathrooms were created with vivid exterior walls that catch the eye. The
bathrooms also act as a space of art when the door is opened.
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World-leading public building
Toshima City Office
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Toshima City Office, completed in 2015, aims to be the most convenient
in Japan, with the building’s general inquiries and welfare inquiries floors
open every weekend (except for the year-end and New Year's holidays and
national holidays). Corridor walls in the offices have been transformed into art
museums. The building also features a rooftop garden and a digital museum,
creating a functional space for residents to gather and relax. The building also
has a variety of environmentally friendly ecosystems. The offices are also a

state-of-the-art integrated disaster reduction system, acting as a command
post in the event of a disaster.
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
